However, Pat 
stepped up to support Asa, winning holes 12 and 13 to bring the match level once 
more. 

Josh, determined to regain the upper hand, won the 14th and 15th holes, putting his 
team 2 up with just three holes remaining. Asa refused to go down without a fight, 
carding a par net birdie on the 16th to keep his team in the match. The 17th hole was 
halved, setting up a dramatic showdown on the 18th. After all players hit solid drives, 
Josh found himself 230 yards from the pin for his second shot. With confidence and 
precision, he unleashed a low stinger that even Tiger Woods would envy, striking the 
pin and stopping just five feet away. Josh's natural eagle sealed a thrilling victory, 
capping off an unforgettable match.
